DIVISION SQUADRON OFFICER REQUIREMENTS
Divisional Squadron Officers are responsible to the Commander, Ontario Division and are appointed to assist assigned Corps in their operation, to the best of their ability.  They will submit reports of visits made to the Corps under their jurisdiction on the appropriate forms.

The group of Corps assigned to a particular Divisional Squadron Officer will be normally based upon Squadron (ODI 2301)

The Divisional Squadron Officer will encourage their Corps’ Officers to take part in Squadron activities whether training, sporting, or social for the cadets.  As well Divisional Squadron Officers are encouraged to organize camps, training schemes, parades, etc for the Squadron.  Consideration should be given by both Corps and Branches to keep Divisional Squadron Officers informed of, and up to date with Corps happenings.  The Divisional Squadron Officer will endeavour to unite all their corps into a mutual assistance group for the betterment of all Corps.

Divisional Squadron Officers will be appointed on a probationary period for one year.  Subject to the recommendation of the Commander Ontario Division and approval of the Vice President Navy League Cadets and Ontario Division, this period will be extended for a further period of two years (making three years in all) with the possibility of granting a further one year extension.

Divisional Squadron Officers are past Commanding Officers.  You CANNOT be both a CO and DSO.

Responsibilities:

· Follow rules and regulation as set out by Ontario Division

· Ensure training is performed at the corps level

· Check paperwork is complete, stores in good shape

· Run Squadron competitions

· Assist in Provincial competitions as set by the Commander and Ontario Division

· Perform one inspection per year if required
· Assist C.O. with problem issues.  DO NOT interfere with Branch issues

· Ensure monthly paperwork is sent to Vice President Ontario Division

· Ensure squadron meetings reports are sent to Vice President Ontario Division

· Ensure squadron dues are sent to Ontario Division
